ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION:  One story, flat roof with parapet. Concrete front stepe lead up to front terrace. On east half of facade is a dropped flat
‘porch roof. Comers of roof have slender steel pipe posts. Front door is flush, with three lights. Front elevation windows are steel casement with rowlock
brick sills without surrounds. Additional windows are double hung wood sash one-over-one, with surrounds. White stuceo wall surfaces; brick sills,
window surrounds, carport and terrace roof edges are buif.

Planting beds along fence, with roses and annuals. Large apricot tree in southwast comer of lawn. Large arborvitae and Juniper across east facade.

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND (discuss important persons and events associated with this building): Orchard Mesa is a triangle of desert land betwean the
Gunnison and Colorado Rivers and the Grand Mesa. By 1890, orchards were planted by homesteaders as they settled into the area. Today, the
orchards are receding under the pressure of subdivisions.

Constructed ca. 1946, this residence was probably buiit by Wallace “Boots® Com, a road contractor, The original addrese was "414" which shows up
In the 1848 City Directory. Through the sarly 1950s it is difficult to determine where residents lived on Orchard Masa as numbered street addresses did
not appear in the Grand Junction City Diractories with any regularity. Grand Junction did not begin fo annex Qrchard Mesa into the City until 1966.
