HISTORICAL BACKGROUND (discuss important persons and events associated with this building): The first occupants of this house, constructed ca. 1922,
are unknown. By 1926, it was occupied by Clara and William B. Lewis, a chiropractor. The next residents were Maggie and Harry Glascow, foreman of
Excelsior Laundry, who acquired the house ca. 1928. Fred Secrest, manager for the Resettlement Administration resided In and owned the house, ca.
1937. Billie and Albert H. Baftan, an engineer for the state Highway Department, owned and resided in the house from ca. 1939-1 946.
