Windows are double hung wood sash,
one-over-one. Buff false bevel siding; porch posts, railings, window and door surrounds, and bargeboards in salmon. Brown composition shingle roof
with knee braces at corners. Brick chimney on east slope.

Original garage at rear, ca. 1925, with false bevel siding, front gable, and original swing-out garage doors.
