Ernest Hobbs, a brakeman, and his wife Anna, were residents
in 1926, and Ellen and C. U. Chalmers, a carpenter, in 1928. Estelia and Louis tngelhaft, a constructIon worker, owned and occupied the house Ca.
1928-1946. By 1946, Estefla was a widow.
