HISTORICAL BACKGROUND (discuss important persons and events assoclated with this building): Orchard Mesa is a triangle of desert land between the
Gunnison and Colorado Rivers and the Grand Mesa. By 1890, orchards were planted by homesteadars as they settled into the area. Today, the
archards are receding under the pressure of subdivisions.

According to the Grand Junction City Directories, the firet known occupant was owner/resident Lincoln Hall, a laborer, who was living there in 1946,
The house was buiit ca. 1935. Through the early 1950s it is difficult to determine where residents lived on Orchard Mesa as numberad street addresses
did not appear in the Grand Junction City Directories with any regularity. Grand Junction did not begin to annex Orchard Mesa into the City until 1866,
