ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION:  One story with font hip on gable roof. Woaod front steps lead to sunporch and entry on east half of facade with dropped
hip on gable roof. Siding on half-wall. Full height columns on porch comers. Paneled front door with three vertical lights. Sunporch is glazed with nine
light wood casement windows, and two single lights. Windows around house are double hung, wood sagh, thres, four, and five over one. Gray namow
lapped siding with white door and window surrounds, barge boards, knee braces. Narrow trim above barge boards, window screen frames, casement
windows Is turquoise. Gray composition shingle roof with brick chimney on ridge.

Landucaped with lawn, Hlacs along east foundation and rows of elms on sast and west property fines. Wire fence sncompasses lawn. Side entry

sidewalk.
Garage at rear is buff.

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND (digcuss important persons and events associated with this building): Orchard Mesa is a triangle of desert land between the
Gunnison and Colorado Rivers and the Grand Mesa, By 1890, orchards were planted by homesteaders as they settled into the area. Today, the
orchards are receding under the pressure of aubdivisions.

Constructed ca. 1932, the only Bsting in the Grand Junction Clty Directory was found in 1946. The owner, Gottfried Stenquist, was living there and
working for the Automatic Music Company. Through the eady 1950s it is difficult to determine where residents lived on Orchard Mesa as numbered
street addresses did not appear in the Grand Junction City Directories with any regularity, Grand Junction did not begin to annex Qrchard Mesa into the
City until 1966.
