ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIFTION: One story with hip roof with cross gables. Concrete block foundation, Concrete steps with piers of yellow, wire cut brick.
Screaned porch across facade has hip rool. Paneled door has three vertical lights of multi-colored stained glass with large amber side light of hammered
glass, Brick half-walls and four brick columne acrosa porch. Porte cochere on east facade has a side gable roef with two brick columns at each outer
comer. All brick is yellow, wite cut. Windows are doubla hung wood sash, one-over-one. Some windows with leaded glass in lozenge patiem.
Projecting bay window with shed roof on west elevation. Ocher narrow lapped siding with brown door and window sumounds. Gables have ocher wood
shingles and flared eaves. Red composition shingle roof with exposed rafter ends. Bargeboards are nofched. Wide eaves. Weathervane with copper

whale on frent gable ridge.

Landscaped with lawn, spirea across facade. Eim trees on pariing area and pyracantha on east lawn edge.
Large one car garage at rear with cross gables, ocher narrow lapped siding, gray composition shingle roof and contemporary metal door. Square

concrate ash pit by aliey.

STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE (briefly justify the significance checked above): This house is much larger than the usual Bungalow and has an impressive
facade. The yellow wire cut brick on the porch halt-wall and the six full height, yeliow wire cut brick columna on the porte cochere are unusual for this
area. Wide, flared eaves, knee braces and bargeboards, narrow siding and leaded glass windows are Craftsman features. The house Is in excellent
original condition. It is on Main Street, amang other large houses buit by entrepenaurs. It is the best example in town of a large bungalow with a brick

Craftsman facade.
