All three porches have screen doors, half-walls with vertical beaded siding, and full height
squared comer columns. Flush door with three teardrop lights. Windows are double hung wood sash, one-over-one. While false bevel siding. Door an
window surrounds, perch columns and comer boards are green. Red composition shingle roof with flared eaves, roof beams, and exposed rafter ends.
