ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: Two story with gambrel roof. Concrete block foundation. Concrete steps lead up to screened porch on east half of facade.
Porch has shallow hip roof and projecting pentagonal screened bay on east half of porch facade. Porch half-wall has narrow lapped sIding. Paneled
door with a very large light. Windows am double hung wood sash, one-aver-one. Dormers on front slope have upper sashes with six and eight lights.
Dark green simple drop siding with white window and door surrounds, cornices and corner boards. Brown composition shingle roof. Gambrel root on
facade has three donners with steeply pitched gables. Center dormer, which is the largest and highest, has a ribbon of three windows. Brick chimney onnorth slope.
