ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: A 20th Century commercial structure, two story with a flat roof and concrete foundation. Facade is flush with the sidewalk.
North half of first floor facade was a show window and is presently filled with glass blocks surrounding two 4’x5’ single light windows. Glass blocks and
single light window also on adjacent corner on alley elevation. A recessed business entry door is located on the south half of the first floor facade. The
door is flush with a large oblong light and chrdme push bars across the light. At the extreme south of the facade is another recessed door with nine
lights opening to stairs leading to the second floor. Along the facade, above windows and doors, extends a hill width panel with chrome letters,
indicating that the business Is the Blue Moon Bar & Grille.

Windows and door along north, or alley elevation, of the first level are filled in with painted concrete blocks. No windows on the first level of the south
elevation. The second story has two sets of paired windows on the facade, five windows on the south, nine pairs and three single windows on the north,
and a double and a single window on the east elevations. These windows are all metal framed, double hung, one-over-one with concrete sills.

The facade is tan brick, with red brick pilasters on corners, second story window surrounds, string course and across parapet. On parapet is a stone
panel with the name “19 Dixon 25,” indicating the first owner of the building. Side and back walls of building are tan brick, in common bond. Staggered
parapets follow slope of flat root Concrete coping on parapets. Brick chimney on northeast corner of building.

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND (discuss important persons and events associated with this building): This commercial building, now The Blue Moon Bar and
Grille, was constructed ca, 1925. ft was first owned by J.A. Dixon, J.A. Dixon Plumbing Supplies, ca. 1925-1928. During the time financier Victor C.
Ganns owned the building, ca. 1929-1940, business occupants included Karl Ireland Signs and William Felmlee Glass, ca. 1930. Eub and Orson
Rollins, a grocer, lived upstairs in 1931-1932. Rollins Grocery was there from ca. 1931-1938. Grand Mesa Coffee Company was also there in 1931-
1932. Four apartments were upstairs. The Motor and Accessory and Parts Wholesale Company which moved into the building ca. 1960, was located
there through 1946 when the building owners were Charles C. and Gertrude Hormel.

STATEMENT OF SIGNtFICANCE (briefly justify the significance checked above): One of the better downtown brick buildings, the Dixon/Blue Moon building
has a well designed facade. Glass bricks were not original, but were wldeiy used in 1930s. While commercial buildings with apartments on the upper
floors, are common around the country, it is not common in the Grand Junction business district. This building has upstairs apartments which are
presently unoccupied. Although not eligible for the National Register, this building may contribute to a local register.
