ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: Two story duplex with hip rool. Two sets of concrete steps, with white wood ralling lead up to screened porch with shed
roof on cenler of facade. Porch has half-wall of vertical siding. Both ends of porch are complelely walled with vertical siding. A full height squared
column on each comer and middle of porch is fluted. Front doors are paneled with large single lights. Screen doore with white metal frames. Windows
are double hung wood sash, one-over-cne. Siding is large asbestos shingles painted gray. Door and window surrounds, porch columns, screen doors,
step railings are white. Foundation s skirted with siding. Light green composition shingle roof with flared eaves and shaped exposed rafter ends. Two
brick chimneys at each end of hip ridge.

Landscaped with lawn, low brick planter across porch facade, and saplings in parking.

Two slory, two car garage with swinping batten doors and alley access. Outside wood stafrs on west elevation lead to second story screened
sleeping porch. Screen walls are now covered with green comugated fiberglass sheeis. Green drop siding and green composition roof,

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND (discuss important persons and avents associated with this building): The first owners/occupants of this duplex, ca. 1907-1927,
were Mary and James P. Hynes, vice president of the Mesa Flour Mill. The Hynes also owned the house ca. 1927-1830, and from ca. 1935-1937. Sabina
and Wiliam Brown, a rallroad engineer, rented the house from the Hyneses, ca. 1928-1931, and were owners/occupants ca. 1931-1932. Rose and John
S. Hynes, Grand Junction Fire Chief/Clty Weighmasier, ca. 1910-1831, also lived here ca. 1928-1931. Minrie, a nurse, and W. L. Reeves, president of
Specification Motor Oil System, were the residents/owners ca. 1937-1950.
