MCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: One story with hip roof. Foundation skirted with grooved siding resembling blocks. Concrete steps with wrought iron
railings lead up to hip roof screened front porch extending across three-quarters of facade. Porch half-wall Is paneled wood and six squared, fluted, kill
length columns evenly spaced around perimeter of porch. Screen door. Flush front door has three small lights. Windows are double hung wood sash,
one-over-one. Pedimented gable on east half of facade roof. Dormers with paired windows on east and on west slopes have fully pedimented gables.
White simple drop siding. Dark green foundation, steps, raking cornices and friezes. Light green composition shingle roof with boxed eaves.

Landscaped with lawn and large spruce by west facade. Six large ash frees In parking area. Chain link fence along alley covered with climbing
vines.

Miller was the owner Ca. 1940-1945, and Lena and Cecil Dickey, a salesman for the Main Motor Company, the occupants. Marie and Henry Spamel, ametalworker for the railroad, were the occupants Ca. 1946.
