Odele and Chris H, Dix, manager of Morey Mercantile were the
owners/occupants ca. 1931-1935, and the absentee landlords ca. 1937-1942. Bessle and Sam Sedalnick, L. C. Cook Sporting Goods, were the tenants
ca. 1835-1840. First Alta F. and Eugene C. Hightower, a railroad roadmaster, and then Madelyn and Clarence Thomnock, a supervisor for the U. S.

Forest Service, were the tenants ca. 1941-1955. There were several absentee owners between 1943-1855. The housa may have local eligibility due to
