Steps and pipe railing lead up
to gabled, shallow wing with screened porch on east half of facade. Siding on half-wan and on piers on the porch corners. Screen door. Paneled front
door has three vertical beveled lights. Windows are double hung wood sash, transom over one. Transoms have five and six lights each. Other windows
are one-over-one. Gray false bevel siding, Window and door surrounds, bargeboards, knee braces, porch screen frames are pink. Gray composition
shingle roof with wide eaves. Bargeboards and knee braces under eaves of gables. Brick chimney on ridge.
