Concrete steps lead up to gabled screened porch on south
haif of facade. Siding on porch half-wall. Squared 10 x 10 half columns on two front comers of porch. Metal screen door. Paneled front door has a
large light. Windows are double hung wood sash, one-over-one, with window ecreens. White false bevel siding. White trim, except red on window
screen frames, and namow framee on porch screens. Gray composition shingle roof with knee braces under eaves, exposed rafter ends, and
bargeboards. Brick chimney on south slope.
