ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIFTION. One story with hip roof. Battered concrete foundation. Two semi-circular concrete steps lead up to sunporch/entry Integral
on the east half of the facade. Siding on half-wall. Glazed with ribbons of six light wood casement windows. Aluminum storm door. Two doors open
onto porch, both paneled with a large light. Windows around house are double hung wood sash, one-over-one. A ribbon of three windows on facade
and on eaet elevation. Aluminum storm windows around house. New gray harrow grooved rough sawn siding. Door and window surmounds, water table,
wide frieze and comices are blue gray. Gray composition shingle roof with flared, boxed eaves and comices Cross gable on west half of facade roof is
fully pedimented with a kick. Louvered ventilator on gable face. Two brick chimneys on ridge.

Landscaped with lawn, small evergreen tree by sidewalk, and slm tree in parking area. Chain link fence around backyard.

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND (discuss important persons and events associated with this building): Constructed ca. 1510, the house was first owned by
Frances and Willam Walker, ca. 1910-1915. N.A. Glasco was the owner ca. 1916-1918. Sivert and Mary Anderson were the owners/occupants ca.
1918-1925. A laborer and a raliroader were the tenants ca. 1927-1930, and Thomas Abbott, the owner. Mary and Charles Coates, a Daily Sentinel
pressman, wera the owners ¢a. 1931-1841, and occupants ca. 1931-1940. A foreman for Western Slope Signs and a mechanic were the tenants ca.
1940, Car and Ada B. Coslen were the absentee owners ca. 1943-1946. Nita and Pershing Reece, a clerk for CC Anderson, were the renters ca. 1948,
