ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIFTION: One story with side gable. Exposed foundation is a single row of concrate blocks. Concrete stepe with Iron railing lead up
to a screened porch with extended shed roof situated in south side of facade. The porch half-wall is covered with narrow lapped clapboards fo ground
level. Half height, tapered porch piers are also covered with narmow lapped clapboards. A wood screen door is surrounded by narrow screened panels,
Main door Is paneled with single light. The windowe are varled. Two large fixad pane piciure windows with fransoms are situated in the facade. One is
contained within the porch, The north elevation has an unusual arangement of windows consisting of three double hung sash followed by two narrow
fixed pane windows. All other windows are double hung wood sash, one over one. A projecting bay is situated in the south elevation. The bay has a
bracketed, gable roof with exposed rafter ends, and a central fixed pane with transom and two lateral double hung sash. False bevel siding painted
grayish blue. Window frames and sumounds, exposed rafter ends and knee braces are white. Gray composition shingle roof with overhanging eaves,
exposed rafter ends and knee braces in the gable ends. A shed dormer with exposed rafter ends in the facade with three windows with triple lights.
Brick chimney in west slope.
