Roof materials
changed from wood shingles to asphalt shingles, date undetermined. Metal sash windows and storm windows, vinyl siding.

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND (discuss important persons and events associated with thie building): The first owner was J.W. Roessler, 1921-1922. From
1923-1251, this was the residence of owners Ella and Burrell Reynolds. After arriving in Grand Junction, Reynolds, a civil engineer and pharmacist, was
a manager for Roy Lija and then proprietor of Reynolds Drug Store ca. 1926-1937. He served as Mesa County Treasurer from 1941-1961.
