ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: One story with hip roof. Concrete block foundation. Wood steps, with piers, lead up o wraparound perch with hip rcof on
east half of facade and along east elevation. Verical siding framed by rails and stiles on half-walls. Six squared, full height columns along porch.
Paneled deor on facade, two more paneled doors on east side of porch. Screen doors. Windows are double hung wood sash, one-over-one. Gray
simple drop siding and foundation. Window and deor swrounds and comices are darker gray. Pale green composition shingle roof with boxed saves
and comices. Hip roof dormer on eouth slope has three sets of louvered ventilators across face. Gable on east slope, Brick chimney on north slope.
Cluster of emall aspen trees west of steps. Evergreen trees and annuals. One eim tree in parking. Crushed red sandstone in yard and parking area
Gray granite sign in yard announces "Ciavonne & Associates, Inc., Landscape & Planning Architects.” Back yard is asphalt parking area.

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND (discuss important persone and events assoclated with this building): The first owner of the house ca. 1901 was Bryan Bryant.
Carrie A. Brooks was the owner ca. 1902-1907; and Bertha and Dr. F. H. Wells, a physician, ca. 1908-1930. The Wells resided In the house until ca.
1921. Following the death of her husband, Mrs. Wells, a clerk at the Fair Siore, rented the house. Tenanis ca. 1926-1928 were Emily and Charles
Ross, district manager of Salt Lake Hardware; and ca. 1929-1930, Mary and Walter Hirons, principal of Grand Junction High School. Katherine Wills
Lake acquired the house ca. 1931, and owned i untll ca. 1945. The Rosses, who had rented the house previously, were still the renters ca. 1935-1941.
Ross was a member of the Grand Junction City Council, 1933-1943, and president of the Council and acting mayor in 1940,
