Wood steps with stoop and single iron rail lead
up to entry with continucus shed roof In center of facade. Wood screen door, Front door is paneled with fan light, Majority of windows are double hung
wood sash, six-over-one. Large fixed sash window with sixteen lights in facade. All windows have plank shutters and wobdd screans. Concrete
basement windows with three lights. Tan false bevel wood siding. Gable of wing has tan vertical wood siding. Window frames and surmmounds, shutters,
basemant, stoop and steps, screen and front door, raking comice and comice retumns are brown. Gray composition shingle roof with eaves close to the

wall. Brick chimney on south siopa.
