ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: One story with front gable roof. Battered foundation. Painted concrets steps lead up to sunporch/entry with gable roof in
center of facade. False bevel siding on half-wall extends down to the ground. Two half height porch posts are constructed of 4 x 48, Porch s glazed
with sliding windows with metal frame screens. Metal stoerm porch door. Front door is paneled and has three horizontal lights. Windows around the
house are double hung, wood sash, one over one. Dark beige wood false bevel siding. Comer boards, window surrounds, porch posts, barge boards,
exposed rafter ends and louvered opening In porch gable are light beige. Window frames and porch steps are green. Foundation is skirted and flared
with narrow fapped clapboard siding. Light gray composition shingle roof with cverhanging eaves,

Lawn with single young tree near street. Gravel driveway along weat elevation. Back and east eide of yard enclosed by tall wood fence. Many small
trees and bushes behind fence along east elevation.

Single car garage in rear with frant gable roof covered with gray composition shingles. White simple drop siding.

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND (discuss important persons and events assoclated with this building): Charles C'Bannon, foreman for Simpson Molor, was the
first owner ca, 1927, Richard F. Knoche, a miiroad brakeman, and later Herman Koch, secretary-treasurer for Rosg Anctic lce Cream, were the renters
ca. 1928-1832. Independent Lumber Company owned the house ca. 1932-1936; and Helen and J. Les Ward, a raliroader, were the owners/occupants
ca. 18937-1943. Phyllis and Medford Klein, a clerk at the La Court Hotel, were renters ca. 1946, and the owners/occupants by 1951,
