ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: Two story with hip on gable roof. Concrete ateps lead to sunporch/entry with gable roof that extends across most of
facade. Narrow vertical siding is on the hal-wall. Full height, squared porch posis on comars and frame porch door. Glazing consists of ribbons of six
pane casement windows. Wood framed screens cover porch windows. Porch has metal storm door and French door. Windows around houss are doubl
hung wood sash. Shed roof wall dormer in center of facade has two windows. Gable wing in rear with sliding, wood frame, window. Beige simpie drop
wood siding. Porch half wall siding, wood shingles in porch gable face, and exposed rafter ends are beige. Window frames and surrounds, porch posts,
raking comices and comer boards are navy blue. Porch screen frames are light biue. Gray composition shingle roof.

Small lawn. Large pine tree, shrubs and raised garden bed in front yard. Low wood fence partially enclosed north side of lot with several small
saplings. South side of lot partially enclosed by tall wood fence. The parking has gray rocks and gravel.

Garage at rear with front gable, grey composition shingle roof with exposed rafter ends, and white simple drop siding.
