ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: One slory with pyramidal hip roof with a gabied front wing. Concrete foundation. Open porch with hip roof along the east
slevation of the front wing. Wood shingle siding on perch half-wail and a 8 x 6 half column on the corner, No scresns, although the 2x4 screen framing
is still in place. Two doors open onto the porch. One is flush, and one is paneled and has a large Bght. Windows around the house are mainly double
hung wood sash, ohe-over-one. A picture window is on the facade of the front wing. West wing, with shed roof, has a small double hung window and a
fibbon of thres, single light casements. A shed roof addition across the back has contemporary metal sliding windows. Brown, wood shingle siding.
Door and window sumrounds, comices, column and screen frames are yellow. Brown composition shingle roof. Boxed eaves and comices. A brick
chimney is near the pyramidal apex on the south siops.

Lawn and graveled driveway along east elevation. Four Trees of Heaven along west lawn edge. Chain-link and wood fence around the backyard.
One car garage with front gable, brown cumpuosition roll roofing, brown simple drop siding and sliding door. Alley access. A shed roof carport with 4

1911-1823. The first known occupants were Ada B. and Richard Pryce Jones, ca. 1624 to at least 1951. Ellen and Alf Brown were also listed as an
occupants, ca. 1926.
