ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIFTION: One story with hip roof and cross gablee. Two cross gebles along principal ridge of roof. Concrete steps lead to entrance
in center of gabled facade with segmental arch canopy and decorative knee braces. Wood scresn door. On the west of the facade are two, and on the
adjacent west alevation a ribbon of five, wood casement windows with eight lights each. Front door is Franch, flanked by narrow lights divided into five
panes. Windows around house are dotible hung wood sash, four aver four, with meta) storm windows. Two tall, eight light windows flank a one-time
entry in west aide of facade. This doorway is now encloned with simple drop siding. House is faced with white, simple drop eiding. Window frames and
surrounds, corner boards, fascia, knee braces, and raking comnices are dark red, Half-walls of dark red, shake shingle siding, on the east and west
sections of facade. Variegated white shingles in the croes gable faces. Concrete block foundation. Light red composition shingle roof with boxed eaves.

Yard with two lifac bushes in front yard. Metal pipe and wire fence along west side of lot.

Single car, shed roof garage in rear with white, lapped aluminum siding.

HiSTORICAL BACKGROUND (discuss Important persons and events associated with this building): Floyd Smith, a machinist at the Union Depot was the first
ownerflenant of the house 1902-1804. J, R. Phipps, of Phipps & McCormick 2nd Hand Goods, lived there in 1907, Mamle and Arthur Bach owned the
housa ca. 1810-1938, and lived thers 1916-1919 while Arthur was a conductor with the Denver and Rio Grande Railway. Mamle lived in the house alone
from 1921 through 1937, Miner Thomae Palmer lived there ca. 1938-1941. The tenants in 1946 were G. Dewey and Hazel Kayton. Mr. Kayton was a
clerk at the Montgomery Ward Store.
