HISTORICAL BACKGROUND (discuss important persons and events assoclated with this building): This residence, constructed by 1926, appears to have
been first known as 836 Hill. Through 1861, there Is a house in front (930 Hill) and two Interconnected houses, one of which is to the rear of 830. The
houss, now 930 %, was connected--at least until ca. 1861-to another which is in the back part of the next two adjoining lots lo the east. The two
cennected houses were given the address in the next 01938 Hill. At least until 1961, according to the Sanborm Fire Insurance Maps, there was no
house on the front part of the other two lots. E. Frank and Susan Iseminger, property owners ca. 1923-1944, were living in 930 Kl {front) through ca.
1941, Millie and Willlam Hyatt, a printer, were the tenants ca. 1826. Louise and Samuel J. Bond, a car salesman for Simpson Auto, then Westem Siope
Auto, and later Central Chevrolet, were the occupants ca. 1928-1941. Eleanor and Horace Upchurch, an auditor, were the tenants ca. 1846.
