ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: One story with three front gables. Concrete foundation. Center section of building is a greenhouse. Adjoining it on the
west and east elevations are parallel sections with the same massing as the greenhouse. There are three front gables in a row, each with one slope
which rises higher to an asymmetrical sharp point. The east third of the building has a full light entry door to the salesroom. One step carpeted concrete
stoop is across east halt of that facade. Pair of single light sliding windows on each side of door. West slope of the roof has a catslide. The central third
of the facade Is recessed 4’ with a projecting bay in the center. The roof, sidewalls and floor of the bay taper inward as they project 4’ forward. On the
lace of the bay Is a S’xS’ show window. West facade gable has a flush door integral under an overhang. Window west of the door is boarded over with a
flush panel. Across the facade, with Interruptions for doors and windows! Is a 30” wide brown metal band. The lower edge Is 5’ above grade. No
windows on the east and west elevations. Row
of four large skylights on the east third of the building. The same number and style of skylights are on the west slope of the west third of the building.
Siding on the facade is diagonal, unfinished, weathered wood planks. On all three of the facade sections, the wood is laid in a ‘V’ pattern, radiating
upward from a centerline. The east elevation and rear have brown flush wood panels, with batten every four feet. West elevation has raw wood board
and batten. All doors, window frames and fascias are brown. A vinyl awning over the front door and “Jac’s Flowers’ sign are green translucent vinyl.
East and west gabled roofs are light gray composition shingles. Central greenhouse roof is clear, corrugated fiberglass. Brick chimney with a metal cap
on the east and west ridges.

Forward of the building! near the sidewalk, isa sign. A pylon sheathed in diagonal raw wood! has a projecting green translucent vinyl cube, with
“Jac’s Flowers’ on east and west sides. The top edge of the pylon has a diagonal slant to match the gables on the building.

Two car garage by alley with hip roof, gray composition shingle roof, ocher false bevel wood siding, and batten doors. Asphalt parking area across
front of property.
