ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: One story with cross gables. Concrete foundation. Concrete steps and stoop have a wrought iron railing. Entry is in
gabled wing on west side of facade. Wing shelters another gabled, short wing also on west side. Door is paneled, with a small diamond light and a
metal frame storm door. An entry on the east elevation has concrete steps and stoop with wrought iron railings, a paneled door and a metal frame storm
door. Windows are double hung, wood sash, five vertical lights over one. Two pairs on the facade. Metal awnings on the facade. Ocher wood shingle
siding. Door and windows surrounds, foundation steps, door and fascias are brown. Shed root wing In north elevation has horizontal brown plank siding
and metal frame single light windows. On east elevation of the wing is a metal shed roof over a concrete patio. Light green composition shingle root.
Eaves are close to the wall and have fascia boards. Brick chimney on north slope.

Lawn with brown wood slat fence around back yard. Locust trees in parking.
Two car garage at rear with front gable, wood shingle roof, and ocher wood shingle siding. One wide metal paneled door.

HISTORICAL EACKOROuND (discuss important persons and events associated with this building): Some type of buiding may have been located on this
property, afler 1926 and before 1941, and numbered as 352 Hill Avenue. The improvements in 1941 increased to 52400 in the Assessor’s records, and
the address changed from 352 to 360 Hill. Vada and Roy H. Pardew, a railroader, were the owners/occupants, ca. 1941 to at least 1975. (Note: the first
Mrs. Pardew, Vada, was gone by Ca. 1965. Mr. Pardew was married to Thelma by 1970,)
