ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: Two stary with hip roof, Cancrete basement painted red. Wide carpet covered concrete steps lead to an enclosed porch
that extends across entire facade with hipped roof. Porch walls of false bevel siding. Porch glazed with metal frame sliding windows and a ribbon of four
double hung wood sash windows. Metal screen porch door. Main door is paneled with large, single light. Majority of windows around house are double
hung wood sash, one-over-one, with metal frame storms and screens. Two small metal frame sliding windows appear In the east and west elevations,
Red false bevel siding. Window frames and surrounds, fascia and water table are white, Light green composition roof shingles with wide, boxed eaves,
Brick chimney in west slope,

Landscaped yard with lava rock along street. Grass front yard with young tree. Large lilac bush next to facade.

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND (discuss important persons and events associated with this building): Although listed as being built in 1905, the house does not
appear on the tax records prior to 1909. It was owned/occupied, ca. 1909-1919, by Ann and Henry Frank, proprietor of the East Side Grocery and
Market. Allen Holcomb, secretary with the Curnie Canning Company, was the awner/occupant, ca. 1921. The house, was owned by Della and Carl
Hillyer, 2 music teacher, ca. 1922-1928, They were also occupants, ca. 1929, By 1931, the house Is listed in the Grand Junction City Directories as an
apantment house. Chartes and Lucy Thistle, renters ca. 1939-1941, were the owners/occupants by 1946.
