ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION' One story, side hip-on-gable roof. Foundation skirted with white asbeslos shingles. Concrete steps with pipe railing on the
east side of the facade lead to a fully screened porch with gabie roof, exposed rafters, and knee braces. Porch extends across center three-quarters of
facade. Steps lead to wood screen door on east elevation. Asbestos shingle siding en half-wall extends down ta ground level, Four halfl height, squared
porch posts with large screened panels between. Front door in center of facade is paneled with three vertical lights. Windows around house are double,
hung wood sash, five over one. White asbestos siding. Window frames and surrounds, porch posts, knee braces, barge boards, and porch screen door
are white. Gray composition shingle roof with overhanging eaves and knee braces. Brick chimney on ridge.
