Battered foundation Is skirted with narrow lapped
clapboard vinyl siding. Concrete steps on center of facade lead to paneled front door with leaded glass light. Windows around house are a variety of
sizes, with fixed single lighls and vinyl frames. Twe large, fixed pane picture windows flank front door. Gray, narrow lapped vinyl siding. Window frames
and surrounds, corner boards and raking comices are white. Cedar shingle roof. Brick chimney on east slope,

Landscaped lot. Broad sidewalk next to sireet with single lamp post. Evergreen trees and shrubs along facade. Trimmed evergreens and
variety of plants and flowers along east elevation.

Fred Curtis is listed as serving
in WWI. Emma Riesler, widow of William is the owner, ca. 1926-1944. Dorothy and Clarence Riester, a railroad machinist, were the occupants ca.
1922, and the owners/occupants ca. 1845-1970.
