ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION. One stary, gable-on-hip rool, Gables with kick appear on the east half of facade and on west elevation. Rough faced,
concrete block foundation. Concrete steps, with wrought iron railings, lead to sunporch/entry with continuous shed roof. Porch extends across west half
of facade. Simple drop siding on porch walls. Porch glazing consists of metal frame sliding windows. Metal frame storm door. Main door is flush with a
small, square light. Windows around house are double hung, wood sash, one-over-one with wood frame screens. Facade has two picture windows with
single light transoms. White simple drop siding. Window frames and surrounds, corner boards, raking cornices, exposed rafter ends, and lattice work in
peaks of all gables are white. Wood frame window screens are black. Light green composition shingle roof with overhanging eaves and exposed rafter
ends. Brick chimney on ridge.

Grass and dirt yard with mature tree next to street. Two lilac bushes along sidewalk. Variety of plants and flowers along east elevation, Front and
backyard enciosed by a chain-link fence.

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND (discuss important persons and events associated with this bullding): Built in 1908, there are no listed tenants of this house
until 1918 when it was home to owner H. Brooks Hughlett, a clerk for L. Schmidt and Sens. Oralee and Carl Brandon, an electrician with the railroad,
lived there 1924-1927. The house was the home of owners Rheba and Bert Logsdon ca. 1931-1934 and is listed as "vacant” ca. 1935. Elizabath and
Kart Kirkpatrick, a clerk with the Forest Service, lived there ca. 1937-1939. Jessie and Darie Henderson, a watermaster with the Bureau of Reclamation,
lived there 1941 to at least 1946.
