I ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: One story with hip rool. Gable wing with kick prajects from center of facade. Foundation skirted with wide wood planks
painted white. Concrete steps lead to small sunporch/entry with shed roof and exposed rafler ends in the south east comner of the house. A section of
the roof spreads across the facade creating a false gable with knee braces, Porch glazing consists of metal frame louvered windows and metal frame
storm door. Main door Is paneled and has a large, single light. Windows around house are double hung, wood sash, one-cver-one. White simple drop
siding. Window frames and surrounds, comices and raking comices, and porch knee braces are white. Light gray composition shingle roof with boxed
eaves.

Landscaped comer lot with four young trees along street. Three young trees and variety of shrubs in front yard. Two small evergreen shrubs along
facade. Mature tree in backyard. Back and side yards enclogsed by tall wood fence. Several smalt trees in backyard,

One car garage in rear with front gable, light gray composition shingle roof, and white, board and baiten siding.
