ARCHCECTURAL DESCRIPT:ON: Two story, fiat roof. Concrete foundation. There are six entrances on the west and seven on the east elevation. All doors
are flush. On west and east elevations are flat roof canopies In the central 30’ or elevations, with one foot wide metal fascias. W9ndows are ribbons of
single light steel casements. First floor has transoms. On the north end of the west second floor elevation is a large glass block window. On the second
floor of the north elevation is a small, eight glass block window, All windows have brick rowlock sills. Concrete block walls are painted buff. Doors,
rowlock sills, window frames and fascias are brown. Flat roof has a four foot overhang with a foot wide metal fascia.
