ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: One story with flat roof. Concrete foundation. The bullding is now divided into two stores. The store on the south side of
the facade has a central mefal frame door, with a full fight, push bars, and a transom. On each side of the door are pairs of large show windows in metal
frames. The store front on the north side of the facade is similar, except the northwest comer of the building, near the door, is cutaway. A show window
is on that diagonal. The half-walls and piers have vertical ribbed siding of glossy steel up to the window lintels. The high facade abave the windows has
vertical ribbed siding In gray metal. It has a pierced design. On the south elevation, along the alley, there are six large window openings in the brick
wall, covered with vertical red wood siding. The building is brick. The north elevation is gray stucco. The stucco on the facade Is now clad

with metal. The parapet along the south elevation steps down toward the rear. On the facade and north elevation are high, even parapets and a visor
roof with three courses, and coping, of red Spanish tile. Tall brick chimney is on the east elevation wall,

1915-1919. Listed as 122 N. 7th Street in the 1922 Grand Junction City Directory, it was the location of the Kimmel Garage, R.C. Hays, manager, William
Post operated a machine shop, ca. 1924-1927, and was the owner, ca. 1922-1929. It was the site of the Haney Oldsmobile Company ca. 1928, and the
United States Rubber Company, ca. 1930, Cities Oil Company owned and managed the property ca. 1930-1944 when the address was 126 N. 7th Street

By 1948, the structure housed Houdashelt Warehouse and Distributors, and was owned by Robert and Henrietta Houdashelt.
