ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: One story wtth front gable. Concrete foundation. Concrete steps lead to metal storm door and flush front door with three
small lights. Windows around the house are replacement, pairs of single light, metal frame sliding windows. White wood siding in clapboard width. Trim
is white, including the foundation. Gray composition shingle root with narrow fascia boards. Brick chimney on ridge.

Lawn. Arborvitae and roses across the facade. Large bushes on east and west elevations. Maple and ash trees on parking. V/bite concrete
retaining wall across edge of front lawn has wire fence on top. Fence and steel posts are painted white and continue on east and west edges of yard.

One car garage with front gable. Roofing and siding are same as house. Door is white metal. East elevation has shed roof storage building with
white wood plank siding. Metal carport on east backyard.
