ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: One story, pyramidal hip roof with gabled front wing. Painted conerete foundation. Painled concrete steps with wrought
iron raiting. High, flat concrete terrace across facade. Gray cast concrete "Permastone” across facade lo height of four feel. Pair of metal frame sliding
doors with full lights on west facade, Picture window near the east corner. Door is flush. Windaws around the house are varied. There are a few
ariginal double hung, wood sash, one-over-one. Most are replacement metal frame, double hung wood sash, ong-over-one and several pair of sliding
windows. On the east elevalion is hip roof projecting bay with metal frame Chicago window. Pale biue gray wood shingle siding. Door and window
surrounds and comices are darker blue gray. Gray composition shingle roof. Boxed eaves with cornices. Front gable has return comices. Gable face
has ribbon of three single light windows. Peak of gable shows some of the original simple drop siding. Brick chimney on north slope.

Lawn, Graveled parking. Roses and maple tree on west lawn. Chain-link and wire fences are around backyard,

New, one car garage, with front gable gray composition shingle roof, tan simple drop pressed wood siding and white paneled door. Aliey access.
