The door is fanked by
windows, and a third window Is on the north side of the facade. Windows around the house are double hung, metal sash, one-gver-one and single lights
Storm windows have metal frames. Blue simple drop viny! siding. Door and window surrounds, comer boards, gable faces, bargeboards and knee
braces are white. Wood shingles on roof, Gable face of the portico has wood nolched shingles. Brick chimney on the west slope.
