This vernacular utilitarrian structure was built in 1907 for the
Colorado Fruit and Carnercial Association as a warehouse and office. The buiiñing displays
transitional elanents in terms of decoration. The arched entry and simple corbellth table
and• parapet are e]nnents of the victorian vernacular catmercial style prevailent in the area
during the early years of 1900. Other such elenents such as the flat geaneftic brickwork
and window treatments look ahead to the styles of the teens here in Grand Junction.
Its’ relation to the fruit industry last only until 1922. Alexander Campbell; nnnager

of the Colorado Fruit and Ccnmercial association set up a fe store in the rear of the
structure and stayei there until 1936. The rest of the building became a plumbing supply
wltlesale war&tuse. The firm of 0 ‘Fallon Plumbing Supply became Crane-C ‘Fallon Plumbing
in 1927 .and r1ain& there until 1962. Other plimtix supply ainipanies have locat there
since and the present occupant, Mesa Sanitary Supply Canpany located there in 1967.
