This structure, built in 1915 is part of a small collection of
camercial structures built between 1910 and 1920 located near the
train depot. This cammercial district served the Italian camunity
who lived in the area and worked with the Denver & Rio Grande Western
Railroad. This structure was built for Amore Raso, a former railroad
workerwl-:oopenedagroceryinit. Mr. Raso was a very praminent
member of the Italian comunity and built a large substantial fortune
for himself, and his people in Real Estate. In the early 1930's he
decided to move from the grocery business to the liquor business.

Mr. Raso died in the mid 1950's and the building was sold in 1961.
Tt has remained a liquor store to the present day.
