This German—Russian style house has a high degree of inteqrity and is associated with
tha German—Russian beet field laborers who came to the Grand junction area beginning
in i399. The German-Russian style house was typically a square frame structure with
a truncated pyramid roof. Iany German—Russians came to Grand Junction in 1899 with
the start of the area’s beet sugar industry. Frequently they lived in towns and
drove out to work In the fields. Ordinarily, they owned their own property within
five years. Their first homes were these small “German-Russian style’ houses. Within
another five to ten years, they were usually prosperous enough to build a larger farm
houe and they utilized their former home for their own field hands.
