Concrete steps, with wrought iron railIngs, lead up to short entry wing with extended shed
roof. Recessed, paneled door. Windows are double hung wood sash, sbc-over-six, with metal frame storm windows. Small ornamental, octagonal
window on facade. Blue canvas awnrlgs on facade windows. Yellow wood shake sidIng. Door and window surrounds, comices and gutters are blue.
Down spouts are yeflow. Gray composition shingle roof with eaves close to the wall. Cornices on eaves and raking cornices on gables. A short gabled
wing on east third of facade. Brick chimney on ridge.
