Concrete steps with wrought iron railings lead up to
sunroom/entry with hip on gable roof on center half of facade. Siding on porch half-wall, Glazed with ribbons of wood casements, one-over-one.
Squared half columns on corners. Storm door. Front door Ia paneled and has four narrow, vertical lights. Windows around house are double hung
wood sash, four and five over one, with metal frame storm windows. White false bevel siding. Window surrounds, columns, bargeboards, gutters and
downspout, steps are grean. Green composition shingle roof. Bargeboards have shaped tails. Wide eaves have roof beams. Brick chimney on north

slope.

One car garage at rear with front hip on gable, green composition shingle roof with exposed rafter ends, yeliow milled narrow drop siding, brown trim,

and batten swinging doors.
