ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: Two story with gambrel roof. Painted concrete foundation. Red painted concrete steps and stoop with brick payers ontreads of steps, and floor of stoop. Wrought iron railings. Gabled portico over stoop. A Roman. fluted Doric column with cushioned base and capital atboth front corners of the portico.
