ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: One story church with full height basement and front gable. Batiered foundation skirted with clapboard. Full width wing
with a dropped gable extends across facade. Side entry is from the west. Smaller wing with gable on rear. Wide concrete walk leads to a pair of glass
doors with metal frames. Windows are double hung wood sash, one-over-one with obscure glass. Metal frame storm windows. White narmow lapped
siding and white im. Wing across the facade is white painted smooth concrete block. The gabled facade facing Gunnison hae an unhinterrupted, amooth
white surface, with a large, brown, wood cross in the center. Gray composition shingle roof with bargeboarde, exposed rafter ends, and knee braces

under eaves.
Landscaped with lawn, three cedars around front wing, and redwood sign on north lawn. Large locust trees on parking area.

HISTORICAL BACKGRGUND (discuss important parsons and events associated with this bullding): According to a church histary, the bullding was
constructed by denomination members as a chapel for the “Grand Junction Branch of the Westemn colorado Conference” for the Church of Jesus Christ of
Latier-Day Saints. It wae dedicated in 1828. It was next owned by Robbins-McMullin American Legion Post #37 from 1940 through 1946. Since that

time, it has been the Church of Christ and the Bible Missionary Church.
