A gabled porch on both north (front) and east elevations, Bothpc:ches have concrete steps with concrete block piers with coping. North steps have wood railing. Both porches have shingled half-walls and both havethree Tuscan half columns across the porch with cushioned bases and capitals. East porch is screened and has a screen door. The front (north) door ispaneled with a very large light. Storm door. Windows are double hung wood sash, one-over-one. On north and south facades, they are transom over
one, with lozenge pattern leaded glass. Buff false bevel siding. Wndow and door surrounds, foundation and bargeboards are russet. Brown
composition shingle roof with flared eaves.
