ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: One story hip roof and gabled front wing. Foundation skirted with green wood shingles. Painted wood steps with wood
railing lead up to porch with hip roof on west half of facade. Four full height turned columns along porch. Flush door has three herizontal lights.
Windows are double hung wood sash, one-over-one. Cutaway bay with hip roof on west elevation. Yelow simple drop siding. Door and window
surrounds, comer boards, friezes, comices and porch columns are white. Narow green stripe on comices. Roof has brown composition shingles, boxed
eaves and comices. Wing on east facade has fully pedimented gable with kick. Gable face has siding and louvered ventitator. Open porch integral in th

southwest comer of rear. Brick chimney on west slope.

Landscaped with lawn, curving brick walk, and high grape stake fence around back yard. Small ash tree in parking.
One car garage at rear with front gable, brown compesition roll roofing, yellow simple drop siding, and batten door.
