ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: One story with front gable. Concrele steps with wood railings. The door is flush, with white metal screen door, A shed
roof wing acrass the facade has a large picture window near the east comer. On the west, is a pair of large single fights in metal frames. Windows
around the house are pairs of metal frame, sliding single light and picture windows. A hip roof wing along the east elevation has single lights. Board and
batten siding Is unfinished, weathered wood. Brown compesition shingle roof, Fascia boards are brown or white. A brick chimney on the ridge.

Evergreen trees by the facade, elm tree and large arborvitae by the east and west elevations. A chain-link fence is around the front yard. A high
wood fence around the back yard. A row of elm trees on west lawn edge. A garage or storage building by the alley is obscured by the high fence.

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND {discuss important persons and events assoclated with this buiiding): Although listed as being buitt in 1896, this building does
not show up on the tax records prior o 1802, it does not have a tenant listing until 1910, when it was the home of Joseph Steele, Jr., a carpenter.
There are no further tenants listed until 1928, when the house became a rental unit threugh at least 1946. Tenants included, Fred Jewett, a carpenter
and contractor; Claude Mabie, a sheepman; Thomas Cartmel, a janitor and Ben Miller, a salesman for Pacific Fruit and Produce.
