ARCHITECTURAL DESCRIPTION: Two story with side gables and front wing. Concrete foundation. Concrete steps lead up to enclosed, wraparound porch
~ith hip roof extending across the facade and along the east side of the front wing. Five full height, squared porch columns around porch, although the
sorch Is now enclosed with siding. On the facade are two large single lights. Flush door has a large light and a metal frame storm door. Windowa
around the house are double hung, wood sash, one-over-one. On the east elevation is a hip roof bay. A small dlamond window is also on the east
slevation. Buff lapped metal siding. Window and door casings, columns, porch frieze, comices, gutters and downspouts are brown, Brown composition
shingle roof. Boxed eaves have cornices. Brick chimney on ridge. Metal flue on the west wall of the front wing Is encased metal siding.

Lawn with flowers on east elevation. Gravel and Tree of Heaven on parking. A chain-link fence is around the backyard.

HISTORICAL BACKGROUND {discuss important persons and events associated with this building): The first ownersiresidents, ca. 1907-1912, were Belle and
Alexander Howie, a raliroad conductor. They continued as the absentee owners, ca. 1913-1918. Cecil and Kenneth O'Dell, a salesman for C. D. Smith
Company, were the owners/occupants, ca. 1922-1924. Bessle and George Klein, District Superintendent of the Methodist Episcopal Church, were the
owners, ca. 1926-1936, and the occupants, ca. 1927-1928. Renters ca. 1930 were Neba and Henry C. Hunter and ¢a. 1831, Phyllis and Medford R.
Klein. Jennie and Richard Godfrey, a miner, were the owners ca. 1937-1939, and the occupants ca. 1937-1938. Rentars, ca. 1939-1941, were two
salesmen. Harriet and Nelson Webster, a radio techniclan, were the owners/accupants, ca. 1946 to at least 1947.
