1. Instructions to Bidders

Purpose: The City of Grand Junction is soliciting competitive bids from qualified
and interested companies for all labor, equipment, and materials required for
Sign Posts 3# U-Channel. All dimensions and scope of work should be verified
by Bidders prior to submission of bids.

The Owner: The Owner is the City of Grand Junction and/or Mesa County,
Colorado and is referred to throughout this Solicitation. The term Owner means
the Owner or his authorized representative.

Delivery of Bids: Bidder shall submit a copy of their bid in a sealed envelope
marked IFB-3865-14-SH, May 20, 2014, and the bidders name clearly
indicated on the envelope. The due date, time, and address are listed on the
front page of this IFB.

2. General Contract Conditions for Construction Projects

The Contract: This Invitation for Bid, submitted documents, and any
negotiations, when properly accepted by the Owner, shall constitute a contract
equally binding between the Owner and Bidder. The contract represents the
entire and integrated agreement between the parties hereto and supersedes all
prior negotiations, representations, or agreements, either written or oral. The
contract may be amended or modified with Change Orders, Field Orders, or
Addendums.

Execution, Correlation, Intent, and Interpretations: The Contract Documents
and/or Purchase Order shall be signed by the Owner (Owner) and Contractor.
Owner will provide the contract/purchase order. By executing the contract, the
Bidder represents that he/she has familiarized himself with the local conditions
under which the work is to be performed, and correlated his observations with the
requirements of the Contract Documents. The Contract Documents are
complementary, and what is required by any one, shall be as binding as if
required by all.

They are not to be used on any other
project, and with the exception of one contract set for each party to the contract,
are to be returned to the owner on request at the completion of the work.

The Owner: The Owner is the City of Grand Junction and/or Mesa County,
Colorado and is referred to throughout the Contract Documents. The term
Owner means the Owner or his authorized representative. The Owner shall, at
all times, have access to the work wherever it is in preparation and progress.
The Bidder shall provide facilities for such access. The Owner will familiarize
himself generally with the progress and quality of work and to determine, in
general, if the work is proceeding in accordance with the contract documents.
The Owner will not be responsible for the acts or omissions of the Contractor,
and sub-Contractor, or any of their agents or employees, or any other persons
performing any of the work.

Contractor: The Contractor is the person or organization identified as such in
the Agreement and is referred to throughout the Contract Documents. The term
Contractor means the Contractor or his authorized representative. The
Contractor shall carefully study and compare the General Contract Conditions of
the Contract, Specification and/or Drawings, Scope of Work, Addenda and
Modifications and shall at once report to the Owner any error, inconsistency or
omission he may discover. Contractor shall not be liable to the Owner for any
damage resulting from such errors, inconsistencies or omissions. The Contractor
shall not commence work without clarifying Drawings, Specifications, or
Interpretations.

Warranty: The Contractor warrants to the Owner that all materials and
equipment furnished under this contract will be new unless otherwise specified,
and that all work will be of good quality, free from faults and defects and in
conformance with the Contract Documents. All work not so conforming to these
standards may be considered defective. If required by Owner, the Contractor
shall furnish satisfactory evidence as to the kind and quality of materials and
equipment. If within ten (10) days after written notice to the Contractor
requesting such repairs or replacement, the Contractor should neglect to make or
undertake with due diligence to the same, the City may make such repairs or
replacements. All indirect and direct costs of such correction or removal or
replacement shall be at the Contractor’'s expense. The Contractor will also bear
the expenses of making good all work of others destroyed or damaged by the
correction, removal or replacement of his defective work.

Insurance Requirements: The selected Bidder agrees to procure and maintain,
at its own cost, policy(s) of insurance sufficient to insure against all liability,
claims, demands, and other obligations assumed by the Bidder pursuant to this
Section. Such insurance shall be in addition to any other insurance requirements
imposed by this Contract or by law. The Bidder shall not be relieved of any
liability, claims, demands, or other obligations assumed pursuant to this Section
by reason of its failure to procure or maintain insurance in sufficient amounts,
durations, or types. Bidder shall procure and maintain and, if applicable, shall
cause any Subcontractor of the Bidder to procure and maintain insurance
coverage listed below. Such coverage shall be procured and maintained with
forms and insurers acceptable to the Owner. All coverage shall be continuously
maintained to cover all liability, claims, demands, and other obligations assumed
by the Bidder pursuant to this Section. In the case of any claims-made policy,
the necessary retroactive dates and extended reporting periods shall be procured
to maintain such continuous coverage. Minimum coverage limits shall be as
indicated below unless specified otherwise in the Special Conditions:

(a) Worker Compensation insurance to cover obligations imposed by applicable
laws for any employee engaged in the performance of work under this Contract,
and Employers' Liability insurance with minimum limits of:

ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) each accident,
ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) disease - policy limit, and
ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) disease - each employee

(b) General Liability insurance with minimum combined single limits of:

ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) each occurrence and
ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) per job aggregate.

The policy shall be applicable to all premises and operations. The policy shall
include coverage for bodily injury, broad form property damage (including
completed operations), personal injury (including coverage for contractual and
employee acts), blanket contractual, products, and completed operations. The

(c) Comprehensive Automobile Liability insurance with minimum combined single
limits for bodily injury and property damage of not less than:

(d) Professional Liability & Errors and Omissions Insurance policy with a
minimum of:

ONE MILLION DOLLARS ($1,000,000) per claim

This policy shall provide coverage to protect the contractor against liability
incurred as a result of the professional services performed as a result of
responding to this Solicitation.

With respect to each of Bidder's owned, hired, or non-owned vehicles assigned
to be used in performance of the Work. The policy shall contain a severability of
interests provision. The policies required by paragraphs (a), (b), (c), and (d)
above shall be endorsed to include the City and/or County, and the City’'s and/or
County’s officers and employees as additional insureds. Every policy required
above shall be primary insurance, and any insurance carried by the Owner, its
officers, or its employees, or carried by or provided through any insurance pool of
the Owner, shall be excess and not contributory insurance to that provided by
Bidder. No additional insured endorsement to any required policy shall contain
any exclusion for bodily injury or property damage arising from completed
operations. The Bidder shall be solely responsible for any deductible losses
under any policy required above.

Indemnification: The Contractor shall defend, indemnify and save harmless the
Owner, and all its officers, employees, insurers, and self-insurance pool, from
and against all liability, suits, actions, or other claims of any character, name and
description brought for or on account of any injuries or damages received or
sustained by any person, persons, or property on account of any negligent act or
fault of the Contractor, or of any Contractor’s agent, employee, sub-contractor or
supplier in the execution of, or performance under, any contract which may result
from proposal award. Contractor shall pay any judgment with cost which may be
obtained against the Owner growing out of such injury or damages.

Miscellaneous Conditions: Material Availability: Contractors must accept
responsibility for verification of material availability, production schedules, and
other pertinent data prior to submission of bid. It is the responsibility of the
bidder to notify the Owner immediately if materials specified are discontinued,
replaced, or not available for an extended period of time. OSHA Standards: All
bidders agree and warrant that services performed in response to this invitation
shall conform to the standards declared by the US Department of Labor under
the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970 (OSHA).

Confidentiality: All information disclosed by the Owner to the Contractor for the
purpose of the work to be done or information that comes to the attention of the
Contractor during the course of performing such work is to be kept strictly
confidential.

Conflict of Interest: No public official and/or Owner employee shall have
interest in any contract resulting from this IFB.

Contract Termination: This contract shall remain in effect until any of the
following occurs: (1) contract expires; (2) completion of services; (3) acceptance
of services or, (4) for convenience terminated by either party with a written Notice
of Cancellation stating therein the reasons for such cancellation and the effective
date of cancellation.

Employment Discrimination: During the performance of any services per
agreement with the Owner, the Contractor, by submitting a Bid, agrees to the
following conditions:

2.15.1. The Contractor shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant
for employment because of race, religion, color, sex, age, handicap, or
national origin except when such condition is a legitimate occupational
qualification reasonably necessary for the normal operations of the
Contractor. The Contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, visible
to employees and applicants for employment, notices setting forth the
provisions of this nondiscrimination clause.

Independent Contractor: The Contractor shall be legally considered an
Independent Contractor and neither the Contractor nor its employees shall, under
any circumstances, be considered servants or agents of the Owner. The Owner
shall be at no time legally responsible for any negligence or other wrongdoing by
the Contractor, its servants, or agents. The Owner shall not withhold from the
contract payments to the Contractor any federal or state unemployment taxes,
federal or state income taxes, Social Security Tax or any other amounts for
benefits to the Contractor. Further, the Owner shall not provide to the Contractor
any insurance coverage or other benefits, including Workers' Compensation,
normally provided by the Owner for its employees.

Nonconforming Terms and Conditions: A bid that includes terms and
conditions that do not conform to the terms and conditions of this Invitation for
Bid is subject to rejection as non-responsive. The Owner reserves the right to
permit the Contractor to withdraw nonconforming terms and conditions from its
bid prior to a determination by the Owner of non-responsiveness based on the
submission of nonconforming terms and conditions.
