Existing resident have to pay for too much infrastructure improvement as
a result of growth.

How is ever on the street planning com. Should be fired!!

City Council will pass any high density subdivision without any consideration for
"farms"

Why is it that any new business or established business doing new construction,
addition on or remodeling is required to add new landscaping and pavement but
the remodel work & new signage at Community Hospital did not require them to
pave their parking lot! Even Target had to "beautify"” their parking lot! What an
eyesore at 12th & Orchard because of that gravel parking lot!!

More people need to be hired for the Building Dept. It should not take 2-3
months to get a Building project approved. Landscape requirements in new
buildings is insane -- rock & boulders would be fine & wouldn't died.

Don't ask me again to support a bond issue until changes are made in the Planning
Dept.

Planning Dept doesn't meet their own deadlines. Permits too time consuming &
too cumbersome. Regulations too severe & costly to development.

The City's proGrowth Policy stinks.

Need better planning for infrastructure development relating to new home tracts.
I believe zoning is a concern, as is limiting/doing away w/billboards.

Your tax is too hi leaving you with finding ways to spend load of $!

We realize we are having growth pains.

Uncontrolled growth.

Would like to see the city more cooperative in allowing a decent theatre to be
built.

If town continues to grow the city need to address many things. Too much high
density homes -- nice areas are ruined with high density homes -- 2 stories !
Small lot

We would really like to see prime farm Orchard land preserved instead of going
into new housing.

We, in the area east of 30 Rd, voted a few years ago on whether or not we wanted
to be in the city. The results were almost 80% does not want the city east of 30
Rd. Now new subdivisions are being forced into the city. It has created a
patchwork of city & county and causes a lot of problems. We want the city out!
North Ave is a discrace to the City. Incentive to get landlords to update their
building is an option the City should consider.

You didn't ask about interaction with the planinng department. You should. They
are obstructionists to reasonable growth. No wonder all of the growth is
occurring in Fruita.

Planning commission needs to be more realistic to entice businesses to stay in
Grand Junction & not move to Fruita.

Do not listen to needs/ wants of
residents. No real long term consequences looked at.

Planning Department is very difficult to work with. Decisions seem arbitrary and
capricious at times.

You need to abolish the mandatory use of HOA's in all subdivisions. They are
used to discriminate against certain types and races of people.

Grand Junction is growing to big. More people taxes & finance more problems,
crime, cost of living increases, etc. Let's not mess with success -- and cut down
on encouraging businesses to move here and concentrate on what we have here in
the Grand Valley and making it better for the growing population!

6 or 7 years ago due to fear of auto vandalism / break-in.

I have been taken back at times at the crime in Grand Jct.

Property crimes are too high for a city this size. Vagrancy is uncontrolled. There
is evidence of gang activity. Get a clue!

[ think the police force could do a better job providing safety from juvenile
delinquents.

Why Should a City Government Be Concerned About Light Pollution?

The Public’s loss of the stars from the nighttime sky is a
real tragedy that every city government should be aware
of and not allow. This loss is a testament to our myopia
and to our growing insulation from the natural world.
Like the canary in the mineshafis of old, astronomers
are warning us of the unnecessary loss of a dark night-
time sky in almost every urban area. Their warnings
point to the problem as well as revealing a missed
opportunity.

We have only been pitching our tents for a little
while in the land of power stations and industry, so
it is no surprise that we are sometimes blinded by its
promise. Part of the advance in the efficient uses of
energy. However, when energy appears cheap, we tend
to waste energy rather than use less of it.

Light pollution represents a waste of a magnitude
that almost no homeowner would allow inside their
homes. Interior lights bounce off of all the room’s sur-
faces, providing for good general illumination. Only
small amounts of light will escape out of the windows.
How strange it is, then that when we attempt to light the
outdoors, we often carelessly allow a large percentage
of light to escape unused.

With our older outdoor lighting, we often see up
to 50% or more of the light going directly up into
the sky or at such shallow angles that it is not useful.
Like a driver driving toward a light of the setting sun,
such unshielded lighting creates glare and diminishes
visibility. In engineering terms, this is known as a poor
“coefficient of utilization”.

Our tolerance of wasted light means most lighting
fixtures are oversized by at least a third in wattage.
Many light sources are of an older, less efficient type,
which means that opportunities often exist to signifi-
cantly reduce energy consumption by switching to a
newer, more efficient type of light source in a fixture
with good control of the light output and proper shield-
ing. Using $10 a year as the average cost for outdoor
lighting per person, from $3 to 85 is being wasted,
Collectively, for a municipality with a population of
100,000, from $300,000 to $500,000 is being lost to the

sky every year.

This results in not only the loss of the stars, but
an avoidable economic loss to the community as well.
Uncontrolled lighting often creates a garish landscape,
with a confusing tangle of lights that shine into citizens’
eyes rather than onto the ground, where it is nceded. The
term for this obtrusive light is “veiling glare”, and we
are paying extra for it, each and every night the fixture is
in use. We can do better!

This inability to see well in our already over-lit
nightscapes due to glare leads to ever more lighting.
The eye is designed to function effectively both day and
night. But in our cities, our eyes have to nm the gauntlet
from lit areas that are intensely illuminated to areas of
dark shadows caused by those glary lights. The eye will
naturally adjust to the brightest portion of a given scene,
often leaving quite adequately lit arcas nearby looking
dark.

Glare and over illumination are thus counterpro-
ductive. The more light we use in one area, the more we
need evervwhere else because the iris in the eye stops
down, letting less light in. Adjacent areas (including
streets) with formerly adequate illumination now look
relatively dim as we ratchet up the light levels in one
particular location. Interestingly, a lower illumination
level provided by a white light source in a full-shielded
fixture would allow the eye to naturally adapt to the
lower light level, and we could adequately illuminate
parking lots with less than one footcandle of illumina-
tion.

A disturbing new trend seen in some national
chains of convenience stores and gas stations has been
to ratchet up the light level under the canopy to very
high levels (10,000 times as much illumination as pro-
vided by a full moon!) In an effort to attract customers
and provide “a safer, more secure” environment for
their employees. For their patronage, customers now
can have the delightful experience of trying to blindly
navigate their vehicle for a few-seconds onto the much
darker streets while their eyes readapt. No one wins
these escalating “light wars" and our aesthetic envi-
ronment deteriorates by the year. Rather than improve
safety, these “ratcheteers” have in fact compromised
safety. i
